ELIGIBILITY:  Any person who is employed as a legal assistant and is a member of the St. 
Louis Association of Legal Assistants.   
 
AWARD:  One scholarship will be awarded annually in the amount of $250.00 to pay for the 
CLA exam fee for a testing date of your choice.  In addition, SLALA will pay for the study 
materials to take the exam.   Scholarship awards will be made payable to the National 
Association of Legal Assistants and will be funded within 30 days after the deadline of all 
scholarship applicants.  After receiving written notification from SLALA of the award, it is the 
responsibility of the scholarship winner to contact the Scholarship Chairman for arrangements 
for the award to be paid. 
 
CRITERIA:  Selection will be based upon references, recommendations and participation in the  
community.   SLALA membership is a requirement. 
 
Applications must be postmarked no later than January 31, 2007 for consideration.  THE 
FOLLOWING MUST ACCOMPANY THE SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION: 
 

I. A letter  of recommendation from a supervisor at your  employer . 

II. A typewr itten paper (no more than three pages double spaced) indicating your 
career  objectives.
