ELIGIBILITY:  Any person who is enrolled in a formal course of study leading to a position as a 
legal assistant and is a student member of the St. Louis Association of Legal Assistants.  The 
successful applicant must provide an official transcript evidencing attainment of at least a B 
average in the legal assistant program class(es) for the immediately preceding semester.  In the 
case of new enrollees to the legal assistant program, the successful applicant must provide an 
official transcript evidencing attainment of at least a B average in other college-credit classes 
qualifying the applicant for entrance into the legal assistant program. 
 
AWARD:  One scholarship will be awarded annually in an amount up to $250.00 so long as the 
successful applicant has maintained at least a B average in all legal assistant program classes.  
Scholarship awards are to assist with the cost of required books for legal assistant program 
classes only.  Scholarship awards will be made payable to the successful applicant and will be 
funded within 30 days after the deadline of all scholarship applicants.  After receiving written 
notification from SLALA of the award, it is the responsibility of the scholarship winner to 
contact the Scholarship Chairman for arrangements for the award to be paid. 
 
CRITERIA:  Selection will be based upon scholastic excellence, participation in campus, 
paralegal, and community activities, and review of the writing sample.  Proven need for financial 
assistance may be considered.  SLALA membership is a requirement. 
 
Applications must be postmarked no later than January 31, 2007 for consideration.  THE 
FOLLOWING MUST ACCOMPANY THE SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION: 
 

I. A letter  of recommendation from the dir ector of, or  a faculty member of, the Legal 
Assistant Program, or from an employer . 

II. An official transcr ipt evidencing your  attainment of at least a B average. 

III. A typewr itten paper (no more than three pages double spaced) indicating your  
career  objectives fol lowing your  receipt of your degree.  (Address your career  plans 
and include a statement of what you have accomplished or undertaken to prepare 
for  your  desir ed career  employment.  Discuss what you have done or are doing to 
make yourself a competit ive candidate for a paralegal/legal assistant posit ion.)
